European Parliament Elections 2009


Right to vote for citizens of the European Union, Non-Spanish, resident in Spain.


Electoral census organization of citizens of the European Union 

The electoral census is made from the Municipal Registers.

Every person must figure on the Municipal Register of the town in which they usually live. If they do not figure on it, they must register as soon as possible.

To vote in the European Parliament Elections in Spain, Non-Spanish citizens of the European Union must state their intention of exercising this right in Spain.
In order to facilitate this formality, in October 2008, the Electoral Census Office will send a communication to the citizens of the European Union appearing on the Municipal Registers.

This communication will contain a Statement form in order to the interested person be able to express if he or she wants to vote in these elections. The citizens will give their statements back to the Provincial Delegation of the Electoral Census Office in their province, free of charge, as the envelop does not need a stamp.

The European Union citizens who could vote in the European Parliament Elections in 2004 and who are still registered on the Municipal Register remain in the Electoral Census. Nevertheless, the Electoral Census Office will inform them about this circumstance and their registration data.

The citizens who express their will affirmatively together with those already registered on the electoral census, will appear on the electoral lists and will be able to exercise their right to vote in Spain. These lists can be consulted in the Town Halls six days after the elections announcement.


Recommendations for the citizens of the European Union

1.-
Register on the Municipal Register of the town where you usually live, if you do not have done it before. If you have any doubt, please address to your Town Hall.

When you will receive the communication from the Electoral Census Office, please answer, if appropriate, as soon as possible.

If at the beginning of November 2008 you do not have received the abovementioned communication, please address to your Town Hall or to the Provincial Delegation of the Electoral Census Office in your province (telephone number: 901.101.900).
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
